Listing is a judicial function and is controlled by the Designated Family/Civil Judge. The Court administration
aims to ensure the

« best use of Courtroom resources

* best use of Judicial time

We will work towards achieving and improving on the listing targets set.

Every effort is made to ensure that hearings start either at the time specified or as soon as possible
thereafter. However, sometimes delays are unavoidable. Also, in some instances, it may be necessary

to release a case to another Judge, possibly at a different Court. Please contact the Court for further
information if you have any concerns about your hearing.

Applications to adjourn

If you wish to adjourn a hearing and you have the written consent of the other party, and pay the relevant
fee this will be referred to a Judge to consider. If an adjournment is not agreed you must make an
application to the Court and pay the relevant fee and a hearing will be fixed to consider the request.

Calling off hearings

As many cases settle or are adjourned after being listed Circuit and District Judges lists take this into
account by listing 2 or 3 times the judicial time available. If it is not possible for a Judge in this Court to hear
an overbooked case it may be moved to another Court. If there is no Judge (Magistrates Bench or Legal
Advisor for Family matters) available the parties will be warned no later than 2 days before the hearing and
if the case is called off and adjourned not later than 2.30 pm the day before the hearing. The case will be re-
listed as a priority.

Bundles THE APPLICANT WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ORGANISING THE BUNDLE. SEE OUR ‘PREPARING BUNDLE’ SECTION FOR MORE HELP.
Court Bundles must be lodged not less than 2 working days before the hearing (not less than 5 working
days in respect of final hearings) or at such other time as may be specified by the Judge. Following
completion of the hearing the party responsible for the bundle shall retrieve it from the Court immediately

or arrange to collect it within 5 working days of the hearing. BUNDLES THAT ARE NOT SO RETRIEVED
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WILL BE DESTROYED WITHOUT FURTHER NOTICE. To assist the court in prioritising your bundle please
endorse the pending hearing date on the outside of the packaging and covering letter before filing at court.
